	Landforms – Cranbrook, BC is located in a trench/valley between two mountain ranges (1) in the Western Cordillera (2).  The contour lines that are close together show the locations of the two mountain ranges on each side of the valley (4). 

	Water – There are a few lakes in the area but many streams and rivers.  This is due to the mountains and their steep slopes.  Many small rivers run down the mountain slopes eventually making their way to the main river in the valley below.

	Vegetation - The river valley has many different types of vegetation made up of grasses and forests of pine, fir, larch and cedar (1). The tops of the mountains do not have vegetation as it is colder on top of the mountains (temp cools 1°C every 100 m you go up) and the growing season is too short for many plants to grow (4). 

	Soil – The podzolic soils (3) in the region are made up of sediment that was created through glaciation and from the many rivers running down the mountain slope. There are some brown and grey mountain forest soils (1).

	Rock – the rocks in this area are mainly sedimentary  and they have been folded during a mountain building process.  They Rocky Mountains contain fossils fuels such as coal and the Purcell Mountains have some igneous rock which pushed its way into cracks.
